To imbue 
oneself with righteousness is lo accept the sacred laws 
of ·' Islam", the .t'rophet Mohammad and the revelation of 
his Lord that came to him. Islam is not a new Religion! 
Jt has alwr.ys been the Keligion of mankind, including the 
Prophets of our Lord. There is no other Religion related 
to Allah, the Almighty God and mankind but "Islam". It 
means Submission to the Will and the guidance of Allah; 
the Almighty God. 

Muslims are those who have obeyed and who have 
surrendered freely their freewill in humble obedience to 
the Will, the Command and the !!acred Laws of Allah, 
their Lord. Who believe in the prophets of their Lord 
and the ruelation of their Lord that came to the Prophet 
and who believe in the hereafter. 
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THE PROPHETS, THEIR LORD AND THEIR 
RELIGION 

Prophets and Apostles are Messengers of Allah, the 
Lord of the worlds, Creator and Sustainer of the universe. 
They are the receivers of and bearers of the messages of 
glad tidings from their Lord through the angel Gabreil 
who instructs them in the Laws and the Command of 
their Lord and who in turn inform and instruct mankind. 
All the Prophets, Aposlies and Messengers of Allah, our 
Lord were the worshippers of the one and the same God 
Who created them, and their Religion their Laws and 
their teachings were one and the same; 'Islam!" They were 
all Muslims and their Faith was the belief in the oneness 
in the one God, Allah, Creator and Sustainer of the 
Heavens and the earth. 

JESUS, THE MESSIAH, SON OF MARY 

Jesus, the Messiah, son of Mary is not God nor the 
son of God but an Apostle, a Prophet and Messenger of 
Allah, his Lord Who created him in the womb of his 
beloved and blessed virgin mother by His Will and His 
Command. The life of Jesus was the Holy Spirit of God 
in him as it is in all human being and the life of aU 
created things and creatures. Jesus w,is no diJferent frf!m 
!re 0thf'r Prnrihptc of 0'!r Lord . He like all. the t'rophets 
of Allah were given special missions to perform and when 
their missions were over, or finished they were taken 
away by the decree of their Lord. 

The mission of Jesus was to confirm the laws of 
Moses that were revealed before him and to announce 
the coming of the Prophet Mohammad. He said that he 
was an Apostle of God unto the children of Israel who 
came to confirm the laws that were revealeci before him 
and to announce the coming of a Prophet who will not 
speak of himself but whatsoever he may hear that shall 
he speak, he will lead you into truth and show you thing!! 
to come. When Jesus work was finished he summoned 
his disciples and told them ·1hat he had O\'ercome hi, 



enemies and the time had come when he must leave them. 
He bid them farewell and asked them to disperse and 
when they had left him he went before his Lord and said 
0 my Lord I have come before Thee. I have finialied 
the work that Thou hath given me . to do. This proves 
that Jesus was not crucified. For he waa taken away by 
his Lord and was in heaven long before the so-called 
crucifixion had taken place. 

To prove definitely that Jesus was not crucified. Ac­
cording to John 17 Chapter 11-14 Verse. He said also, My 
Lord them that thou gavest me I kept them with Thy name 
when I was with them on earth. !',ow I am no more with 
them on the earth, Thou must keep them with Thy name. 

Quran: 5-157. They say in boast that they cruci­
fied Jesus, son of Mary. They crucified him not for I 
have taken him up un.to myself. For surely they crucified 
him not. 

Jesus was neither a Jew nor a Christian but an Apo5-
tle of God, and his Religion was the Religion of Abraham 
his forefather, Moses, David and the Prophets: "Islam"! 
Jesus did not give mankind a religion other than Islam, 
the true Religion of His Lord and the Prophets Abraham, 
Jacob, the tribes, Moses, David. And he did not give man­
kind a church other than the one he found when he came 
and which he cleansed . of the money changers, the 
thieves, peddlers and the gamblers and in which he taught 
the c-onfmnation of the laws of Moses daily. He was truly 
perfect man and not God nor the son of God but the son 
of man. Was he not born in the womb of his mother like 
you and I by the Will and the Command of his Lord, and 
did he not al~o eat earthly food? Was he not of 
flesh, blood and bones? He said that he was a prophet 
and the son of Man. 

There is no forgiveness for those who make unto 
Jesus a holv trinih· and who sa,· that he and Allah, the 
Almighty G~d wer~ the one and the same person and that 
he was the son of God. He also said to his disciples that 
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the Lord our God, your Lord and my Lord is one God, 
and that none is good but Him who sent Him." 

THE PRINCIPLES OF ISLAM: 

The five principles of Islam are as follows . . :lat. 
To bear witness that there is no God but Allah, the one 
and only God and to bear witness that Mohammad is His 
Apostle and His Messenger. 2nd to perform five daily 
prayers as prescribed by the Holy Prophet Mohammad: 
(Peace be on him): 3rd. To pay the poor rate. A tax 
which is levied upon the wealthy for the benefit of the 
poor unfortunate. 4th To observe the Holy Month of 
Ramadan by fasting the entire ninth lunar moon month of 
the Muslim Calendar of each year. 5th To make the pil• 
grimage to Mecca, the Holy house of Allah once at least 
during ones life time if able to do so. 

MUSLIM PILLARS OF FAITH. 

1. To believe in Allah, the one God. (2.) To believe 
in His angels. (3.) To believe in His revealed Books. 
(4.) To believe in His Prophets. (5.) To believe in 
Heaven and hell. (6.) To believe in the chastisement of 
the grave. (7.) To believe in the resurrection of the 
dead and Judgement Day. The belief in the premeasure­
ment of all things good and evil by Allah. our Lord con­
stitute also as a part of the Muslims belief. 

PROHIBITED FOOD AND DRINK 

In the name of "Allah", the 'Beneficienl" the 
"Merciful." 

Quran: The Table Spread 
1. 0 ye who belieye! Fulfill your undertaking. The 

beast of cattle is made lawful unto you (for food) except 
that which is announced unto you (herein .. 3. Forbidden 
unto you (for food): are carrion and blood and swine 
flesh, and that which hath been dedicated unto any other 
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than "Allah", and the strangled and the dead through 
beating, and the dead through falling from a height. and 
that which hath been killed by ( the gorinp; of horn), and 
the devoured of wild -beast, saving that which you make 
lawful (bv the death, stroke,) and that which hast been 
immolated unto idols. And forbidden is it). that ve swear 
by the divining arrows. This is abomination. This dav 
are those who disbelieve, in despair of ( ever harming) 
vour Religion : so fear them not, fear Me! This day I 
have perfected your Religion for you and completed my 
favor unto you, and have chosen for you as Reliii;ion 
"Al-Islam". Who is so forced by hunger, not bv will, to 
sin; (for him) Lo! 'Allah" is forgiving Merdful. 

PROHIBITED THINGS BY GOD 

In the name of "Allah", the 'Beneficient" the 
"Merciful." 

Quran Su rah: The Cattle 151. 
Say: Come: I will recite unto you that which your 

Lord hath made a sacred duty for vou: that ye ascribe 
nothing as partner unto Him. ·and y~ do good lo parents, 
and that ve slay not your children bec1rn!'e of penury­
We provide for you and for them-and that ve draw not 
nigh to lewd things. whether open or concealed. and that 
ve slay not the life which Allah hath made sacred, save in 
the c~use of justice. This He hath commanded you in 
order that you may discern. 

And approach not the wealth of the orphan, save 
with that which is better, till he reach maturity. Give full 
measure and full weight in justice. We task not any soul 
beyond its ~cope. And if ye give your word, do thereunto, 
even though it be (against) a kinsman. and fulfill the 
covenant of Allah. This He commanded you that haply 
ye may remember. 

153. And (He) commanded you, (saying): This is 
my straight path, so follow it. Follow not other ways lest 
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ye be parted from His way. This hath He ordained tor 
you, saying that ye may ward off (evil) . 

Verily, the religion with Allah is "Islam" (sub­
mission) to His Will. S-10-3. 

It is I who made the Sun to be a shining glory, and 
the . Moon to be a light of (beauty), and measured out 
stitges for her; that you might know the number of years 
and the count of time. 

It is the solemn duty of every Muslim to perform 
the five daily prayers and the Juma Salat Fard pray­
ers on Friday at mid day. If there is a Mosque in his 
or her vicinity, they should perf_orm their prayers at that 
Mosque-but if there is no Mosque in the vicinitv in 
which they live, they should join others and perform their 
prayers in any available place. If there are two or more 
Miuslims assembled for prayer, one of them who is hest 
qualified must lead the prayer. 

The Muslims are forbidden lo consume swine flesh 
in any manner or the meat of dead animals. They are for­
bidden also to drink any kind of intoxicating liquor11. 
The game of chance-such as gambling i~ strictly for­
bidden. 

The Sura; Y aseen should be read for the sick, the 
dying, and the dead in Arabic. The performance of 
autopsy is strictly forbidden on the body of any Muslim. 
A Christian minister or priest is not allowed to pray over 
the dead body of a Muslim, and neither is a Jew or any 
one else. Only a MusliJ'!} is permitted to do so. 

The Fatiha open11 and closes all prayers, preceeded by 
the Bisme Lahe rah mani ara heeme. · 

The Fatiha reads like this: Alhamdu Lilahe rabbi! 
aalameen arrahmani ra heem, malike vaum id-deen ey­
aka na'abuda wa iyyaka n1,1sta een; ihdina siratal mus­
taqeema siratal-lathena an amta alaihim ghairil magh­
.doobe alaihim wala thaleen ... Ameen ... 
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Jt says, Praise be to Allah, Lord of the worlds, the 
Beneficent, the Merciful, Owner of the Day of JudgemenL 
Thee alone we worship; Thee alone we ask for help. Show 
us the straight path. the path of .th~ whom Thou hu 
favoured, not the path of tho~ who earned Thine anger 
nor of those who go astray. 

Under proper conditions the hody of a d!!ad Muslim 
must be washed and ablution made on his body in the 
same manner as when he or she· was alive ... 

Prayer for the sick. dying and the dead must be 
~rformed by a Muslim Imam, or a Muslim qualified 
to do so. At no time is an Autopsy permitted to be per­
formed. 

The proper salutation when a Muslim meets another 
is Assalam alaikum wa rah matullah. The annswer: Wa 
laikum assalam wa rahmatullah. (It says; Peace be on 
you and the Mercy of- Allah ... And unto you peace and 
the Mercy of Allah . • •
